Masterly Musings

Our sponsored cycle ride from Richmond to Windsor is not now quite so far off 
as perhaps it seemed when members rashly signified their intention to partici-
pate. The current inclement weather does not exactly inspire us to leave our 
car keys at home and get in some practice but if an incentive is needed, I can 
organise another ride in the Great Park which we all enjoyed last year. 

The subject of bicycles set my mind back to the 1960s when I first set foot in 
the historic town of Windsor. On my first free weekend I decided to explore the 
neighbouring town of Eton. In those days all the traffic going north or south had 
to use the bridge; if you think Windsor traffic is bad now, no-one will disagree 
with you but think for a moment about what it must have been like with constant streams of lorries struggling up 
Thames Street or trying to pass one another in Eton High Street. 

It was while I was walking along Eton High Street that I observed my first Eton Master making his stately way on 
what I might describe as an old “sit up and beg” bicycle with rod brakes and a wicker basket in the front. I did not 
have long to wait before I saw another identical machine, then another and I watched fascinated as every master I 
observed seemed to have an identical bicycle. Each progressed at the gentle speed of about 8 mph with the mas-
ter looking neither to the right or the left, his mind no doubt firmly fixed on the theorem of Pythagoras, Ohm’s Law 
or the ablative absolute. Just as each master wore an identical set of clothing, it occurred to me that some previous 
Head Master had decreed that every bicycle ridden by a master had to conform to a prescribed pattern and that 
none should exceed 10 mph. 

For nearly two years now my grandfatherly duties have brought me twice a day to Eton High Street. What a 
change! While the only type of bicycle on which an Eton master might have been observed in the past is still occa-
sionally to be seen, now bicycles of every type and colour are daily in evidence. I have seen bicycles with straight, 
drop, BMX, racing and even cowhorn handlebars. Only a few days ago I observed a brand new shining red trade 
bicycle complete with panel attached to the crossbar ready to advertise some local tradesperson and with a large 
carrier in the front complete with textbooks, exercise books and other essential paraphernalia. And what of days to 
come? The bicycle is the only sensible method of transport to make one’s way around Eton so let me close with a 
hope for the future “Floreant Etonae magistrorum birotae!”
